RULES AND REGULATIONS

01. All animals must be permanently and legibly earmarked in
the left ear with numbers and/or letters that can be read,
and these must be recorded on the entry form, or entry will
be disqualified.

Entries received without ear numbers/letters will be
returned (except Pet Classes).

02. HEALTH: No rabbit having a contagious disease or vermin
shall be allowed to remain in the rabbit barn. It shall be at the
discretion of Rabbit Show Chairman or Secretary to reject or
remove, at any time, rabbits showing symptoms of disease as
per Rules & Regulations in the front of the prize book.

03. Water and feed containers will be provided for each cage.
Rabbits will be fed by the show committee only. Feed and
clean water will be provided for all entries, by the Committee or
their designates.

04. Any rabbit in the barn MUST be entered in the show.

05. Substitutions will be allowed within classes at the
discretion of the Show Secretary, and only when accompanied
by $1.00 substitution fee. The Show committee’s decision
shall be final in this matter.

06. Please refrain from entering pregnant does, or rabbits
under 8 weeks of age (kits over 6 weeks of age acceptable in
doe and litter classes).

07. All colour varieties within breeds will be shown separately,
in their age and sex categories.

08. All rabbits must be the bona fide property of the exhibitor
in whose name(s) they are entered. Borrowed animals must
be shown under the actual owner’s name, entered on a
separate entry form, and Exhibitor’s ticket or IPE membership
paid as applicable. Strictly enforced.

OPEN SHOW CLASSES:
Read carefully and enter the right class number by Breed
and Colour.

Rabbits will be automatically broken into age and sex classes
within variety (color) for the purposes of showing,

so include Ear #, birth date and sex on forms.
